2:00—3:00 Module 10: Models of Excellence in Pediatric End of 
Life Care focuses on the role of nurses in achieving quality care for children 
living with life-threatening conditions and their family by reviewing limitations 
in existing systems and opportunities for change.

PEDIATRIC ELNEC CARE  
 

In the summer of 2002, the In-
stitute of Medicine released its 
report on pediatric palliative 
care entitled, “When Children 
Die: Improving Palliative and 
End of Life Care for Children 
and Their Families.” This re-
port called for improved pro-
fessional education to address 
the care of children at the end 
of life and their families. 
There are approximately 
400,000 children living every 
day in the United States with a 
chronic, life-threatening condi-
tion. Although there have been 
major medical advances in the 
treatment of these conditions, 
approximately 53,000 children 
die annually. 

The End-of-life Nursing Educa-
tion Consortium (ELNEC), a 
Robert Wood Johnson Founda-
tion funded project, is a na-
tional education curriculum to 
prepare nurses in end of life 
care. A version for pediatric 
palliative car nursing educa-
tion was adapted from the EL-
NEC curriculum to provide cur-
rent education and extensive 
knowledge for nurses related 
to palliative care for children.

Susan Huff, RN, MSN has enjoyed a career in 
nursing for over 20 years, working with both 
adult and pediatric patients in oncology, pain 
management, home care, hospice, education 
and research. She has 10 years experience as 
Director of a Palliative Care Program for Chil-
dren in Buffalo, New York, and most recently 
started work for Johns Hopkins Medicine as Di-
rector of their Pediatric Home Care Program. 
She advocates for children and families on 
many levels, both locally and nationally.  She is 
currently co-chair of the National Hospice and 
Palliative Care Organization Children's Project 
on Palliative/Hospice Services (ChiPPS); and 
consults for Children's Hospice International, 
the National Hospice and Palliative Care Or-
ganization; the National Hospice Workgroup, 
and teaches internet courses for Mount Ida Col-
lege, and National Center for Death Education. 

Philene Cromwell, RN, MS, PNP.  Ms. Crom-
well is a PELNEC trainer and has developed the 
clinical pediatric palliative care team for Com-
passionNet, a home based pediatric palliative 
care program. In addition she has developed a 
12 month core curriculum (based on the EL-
NEC/IPPC programs) for staff development and 
training. Her clinical role includes pediatric 
nurse practitioner consultation for pain and 
symptom management, “sharing bad news” 
with the terminally ill child and siblings, and 
supporting families as their child nears end of 
life. She has facilitated sessions at IPPC, and 
other regional and national palliative care fora. 
Prior to her work at CompassionNet, she was 
employed at Golisano Children’s Hospital at 
Strong for 23 years, including 11 years in pedi-
atric hematology/oncology where she co-
directed the Comprehensive Tumor Clinic.
